From the Desk of the Chapter Educator   

 Hello VA ï O Members and Friends.  We recently have had several weeks of rain and snow 

throughout the Midwest, Eastern and Northern parts of the Country.  We have also had some ice and snow in 

parts of the Southern sections of the Country. 

 Along the East Coast from the Carolinas through New York the sun and warmer weather have arrived 

during the past weekend.  As you ride throughout these areas now you find leftover sand, loose gravel and 

potholes in the roads.  At stoplights, stop signs, intersections, driveways, entrance and exit ramps of 

roadways you will find sand and debris from roads being freed of ice and snow.  These are additional reasons 

to pay attention to the roadways as we negotiate during our rides.  We have been taught in our rider 

education courses to scan, look ahead and behind, be aware of our surroundings, identify problem situations, 

plan a way to avoid obstacles, decide a course of action, and execute safe maneuvers through given 

situations.  These current road conditions as a result of recent snows require that we use all of these learned 

actions to have a safe and enjoyable ride.   
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 Pay particular attention in curves that you do not turn into sandy areas or stop in sandy areas.  These 

conditions can cause you to lose control and become a statistic.  We should look for those situations and ride 

accordingly e.g. do not get into situations where we must weave or turn sharply, or brake suddenly.  It is 

recommended that we ride through the area at a controlled speed.  Do not accelerate or slow/brake 

excessively if it can be avoided.  Also be aware of where you put down your feet when you stop. 

 

Pay attention to the weather and road conditions.  Ride alert and be aware of your surroundings.
