Hello VA1 O Members and Friends. This is a repeat of the newsletter for December 2009. It is still
approprate at this time.

We recently have had several weeks of rain, cold and now snow. You will now notice that the grounds throughout
many parts of Virginia are saturated with water from the rains. Now the snow will have to melt and this will add to
the saurated earth. Many areas will now have wet leaves on the roads. Those wet leaves can be as slippery as ice.
Those wet leaves may also freeze overnight when the temperature dips below 32 degrees. Those leaves are then
coated with ice and become very dzerous. Therefore we should look for those situations and ride accordingly e.g.
do not get into situations where we must weave or turn sharply, or brake suddenly. It is recommended that we ride
through the area at a controlled speed. Do not acceleratsel@w/brake excessively if it can be avoided.

Now due to the recent snowfall we must be aware of the sand on the roads, especially in curves and intersections.
Additionally as the piles of snow melts, be aware of the water in spots on roads. In thenmariings and late nights

when the temperature is below freezing be aware that the water on the roads may have frozen. The next few weeks
and next month will probably bring potholes from the rain, snow, freezing temperatures and thawing actions. Again,
those are things for which we need to be aware.

Pay attention to the weather and road conditions. Ride alert and be aware of your surroundings.
