Hello VA-O Members and Friends.  There are Mileage Programs associated with the GWRRA Rider 

Education Program.  There are two separate mileage programs administered through the Rider Education 

Division.  They are the Safe Miles Program and the High Mileage Program.  

 

The Safe Miles Program 

Safe Miles is a part of the Rider Education Levels Program.  Safe Miles is defined as the number of accident 

free miles driven on your motorcycle since joining GWRRA.  It is a means of tracking the number of safe, 

accident free miles that have been ridden while in GWRRA.  Miles accumulated prior to becoming a member 

are not eligible under safe miles.  If/when an accident occurs, the participant in the Safe Miles Program reverts 

to 0 Safe Miles.  An accident is defined as any incident that results in reportable property damage or personal 

injury during the operation or use of a motorcycle.  Reportable includes, but is not limited to, any law 

enforcement accident report or insurance claim that was filed as a result of the incident. 

 

Application for Safe Miles is accomplished by submitting the Rider Education Program Levels Application 
Form.  That form is also used for Levels I through III.  Submit the completed form with $2 USD for each 

rocker or pin per applicant to the Chapter Educator or any GWRRA Officer for validation. 

 

The High Mileage Program 

The High Mileage Program is separate from and not a part of the Rider Education Levels Program.  It should, 

however, be administered by the Chapter Educator.  This program is provided for those who wish to display 

their total mileage ridden on all motorcycles.  All members may participate in this program.  The mileage 

applied for includes all miles ridden on any brand of motorcycle, both prior to and after  becoming a 

GWRRA member.  Accidents do not affect these miles. 

 

The minimum required mileage is 50,000 miles.  Initially, with the first 50,000 miles, the applicant will receive 

a High Mileage Pin and a 50,000 Mile Hanger Bar.  Additional Mileage Bars are available thereafter in 50,000-

mile increments as additional miles are accumulated. 

 

Application for participation in the High Mileage Program is accomplished by submitting the Rider Education 

Program Levels Application Form also used for Levels I through III.  The cost of participation in the Program 

is $5.00 USD for the first 50,000 miles (includes the head pin and first hanger bar) and $2.00 USD for each 

additional 50,000-mile hanger bar.

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Journey to the Dark 

Side

anyone using these tires specified in this article.) 

 
After reading many articles in the web about using car tires on the rear of the Gold wing GL 1800s, I decided 

to try it for myself.   

 

I saw these advantages: 

          Longer tire wear, 2X to maybe 3X times  

          Lower tire cost (see prices in text) 

          Run Flat (using an available run flat tire) 

          Higher weight rating (1356# vs. 827#) 

          About 1ò taller tire corrects the GW 3% speedometer error  

 

And these disadvantages: 

          Flat tread (a transition when leaning) 

          Harder (and more expensive) to mount 

          Heavier tire (worse sprung/unsprung weight ratio)  

 

Of course, the inexperienced armchair quarterbacks nay sayers on the websites predicted eternal damnation for 

those who tread (pun intended) in this area and their descendants.  

 

I wanted the advantages of running a flat tire and selected the Continental ContiProContact SSR in size 

205/55/16 91H  for its 130MPH speed rating and 400 tread wear from Tire Rack on the ónet.  I could have 

gone with non run flat tread wear 760 Pirelli P4 for $33 less.  205 are about the widest size that will fit on an 

unmodified gold wing GL1800.  So I ordered the tire for $154.33 delivered and a few days later it arrived.   

 

Meanwhile, to have a spare rim, and just in case the Dark Side setup didnôt work, I bought a new GL1800 trike 

takeoff tire and rim from ebay for $250 delivered. That way I could always repent, reinstall the D250 

motorcycle tire, ask for forgiveness, and mend my ways.  

 

I talked Chuck at Scorpion into dismounting the new 180 Dunlop D250 and mounting the run flat (Thanks, 

Chuck).  Because it was a very stiff sidewall, he chose to warm the tire and, it being much harder to mount, he 

charged me $50 rather than his usual $30. The Run flat on the rim weighed 41 pounds and was about an inch 

taller, but only very slightly wider than the half worn (10K miles) D250 with rim which weighed 31.6 pounds.   

 

In order to install the 205 tire, I had to remove the left muffler hanger bolt (under the saddlebag) and loosen the 

forward muffler coupling, then twist outward, but not remove, the muffler (Thanks to Joe Dickson for the 

advice).  With the wing on a lift, to get the wider tire in, I had to deflate it, lube the inner fender and the tire 

sidewall with dish soap, and wiggle it in place.  Words not used in the presence of ladies also seemed to help.   

 

So with the tire mounted, inflated to 42 PSI, the muffler bolt reinstalled, and my personal affairs in order, I was 

ready for a test drive.  I lowered the suspension to minimum height, so that if the tire was to rub, it would, then 
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I drove around Stoney Brook at speeds less than 25 MPH.  I could barely detect a slight transition from vertical 

to tilted, but otherwise it felt quite normal. I stopped, checked for tire rubbing and pressure, and then went on 

to Denbigh 50 mph traffic.  Still fine!  Clouds did not part nor did a voice from above condemn me.  

 

One word of caution: If a run flat goes flat, the sidewall supports it and, except for heavy steering, it is reported 

that you may not notice it as you drive. Unfortunately, the sidewall gets hot and eventually deteriorates on the 

inside, then will fail. So frequent tire pressure checks are a minimum, and as my 2008 GL1800 does not have a 

TP monitor, an aftermarket one is on the top of my list.   Some pictures of the tire:
