Operator #1 was riding with two other motorcyclists. The three cyclists entered several curves on a winding
road. In one of those curves operator #1 negtittie curve incorrectly by riding wide in a right hand turn
and traveling across the double yellow line to the left. A pickup truck was coming in the opposite direction in
itsdé own | ane. Operator #1 | oc k dedl oreould ot labkhawayh e t
from the truck. The truck operator swerved to I
Operator #1 struck the truck on the driverds sid
course knockea down. Operator #1 suffered numerous serious injuries. The correct solution to this would
have been:
1. To negotiate the curve at a safe and controlled speed while looking and traveling through the curve.
2. To look back tahe right away from the yellow lines and from the truck while pushing on the right
handlebar and leaning to the right in order to move back into the correct lane.

Operator #2 was stopped at a signal light, in the right lane, waiting to turn right eviddaaé road with a 45

mph speed limit. Operator #2 made a lawful right turn on red, but ran wide and crossed over the double
yellow line right in front of an oncoming truck. Fortunately the truck driver was paying attention and swervec
to the right sidef his lane, missing the motorcycle by a couple of feet.

Operator #2 had fixated on the centerline and did nothing to correct the situation. The correct solution to thi:
would have been:
1. To negotiate the turn at a safe and controlled speed while stayimg correct lane and looking in the
direction you planned to travel.
2. To look back to the right into the lane in the direction you planned to travel, while pushing on the right
handlebar and leaning with the motorcycle to the right. Operator #2 shatubaéve fixated on the
yellow lines or the truck.
