 Hello VA ï O Members and Friends.  Spring has arrived.  As you have quickly seen from the 

weekend of March 19 through 22, 2010 the weather is changing throughout the day. 

 You may have noticed that the weather ranged from 47 degrees to 74 degrees in many areas this past 

weekend.  This should tell us that we should dress accordingly.  While riding currently we should be 

prepared as follows: 

1. Always pack the rain gear.  Never leave home without it. 

2. Pack and or dress in layers.  If you leave home in the early morning in temperature of 45 degrees or 

less, dress in layers.  You can take off layers during the day when the temperature rises to 70 degrees 

or above.  You can put the layers back on if you are still riding or coming home at night when the 

temperatures drop again. 

3. By the time you read this newsletter the chapter will have held a motorcycle clinic where you had the 

chance to perform t-clock inspections and changed fluids, spark plugs, filters, and checked/serviced 

batteryôs, lights, hoses, levers, tires, and the total condition of the motorcycle.  Hopefully you 

participated. 

4. Many of us ride all year and have sufficiently maintained our riding skills.  Those that have not might 

consider going to a parking lot and practicing the maneuvers taught in the basic and ERC courses, 

e.g. turns curves, swerves, stops, starts, sudden stops, and obstacle avoidance. 

5. When you enter the roadways remember no one else sees you and you have to ride for everyone else.  

You might then successfully ride aware and avoid problem situations.
