Hello VA-O Members and Friends.  The weather has changed.  In addition to lots of rain, it is now 

warmer than the previous months. 

 

The majority of you have committed to ride safe and that is commendable.  However, as rapidly as the 

weather changed, it is noticeable that riding attire has changed.  Numerous motorcyclists immediately changed 

into flip-flops and/or tennis shoes, shorts, t-shirts, sleeveless shirts, short sleeve shirts, sunglasses and helmets.  

Immediately as soon as the weather warmed, these motorcyclists uncovered lots of skin/flesh while riding.  

Proper riding attire should be a part of the safe riding commitment. 

 

The following recommended proper riding attire, apparel, ñgearò, is endorsed and encouraged by The Gold 

Wing Road Riders Association and other safety organizations: 

ü A DOT approved helmet; eye protection 

ü Full-fingered gloves 

ü Over-the-ankle foot protection (boots preferred) 
ü The balance of the body fully covered (leather or abrasion-resistant attire preferred; denim accepted). 

ü Jackets or shirts should be a single piece of apparel and not be modular (not ñriding sleevesò).  Some 

have coined the acronym ATGATT standing for All The Gear, All The Time. 

 

It is recommended that you cover it up. While participating in this risky activity, cover all flesh parts if you 

want to protect the parts against the elements and objects in the event of an unfortunate incident.
