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From the Desk of the Chapter Educator   

 Hello VA-O members and friends.  Spring is here and we are seeing a variety of weather.  We are also seeing 

many motorcyclists on various types of motorcycles on every road that we travel.  You may have noticed that you can 

leave home at 6:00 a.m. through 8:00 a.m. in 60-degree weather and by 1:00 p.m. you may have encountered 70 to 

85 degree weather.  By the time you return home in the evening or at night the temperature may have dropped to 60 

degrees again.  This should tell you that you have to dress for the weather and the ride. 

 60 degrees standing still can turn to 55 to 58 degrees while traveling at 65 mph.  Therefore a rider should 

dress for 55 to 80 degree temperatures when traveling from 6:00 a.m. through 8:00 p.m. this time of year.  Riding at 

temperatures of 55 to 70 degrees can be very uncomfortable if not dressed properly.  The body may become cold 

and cause the rider to tense up and not pay correct attention to surroundings.  Riding at temperatures above 75 

degrees while overdressed may cause the body to lose fluids through perspiration.  This can lead to heat exhaustion

 Spring is here and you may notice sand and loose gravel on some roads.  This is left over from treating the 

roads during the winter months.  Riders should be mindful of this possibility and ride aware, especially in turns and 

intersections. 

 Spring is here and it continues to be pothole season.  Numerous roads are experiencing the pothole problem 

and this can be problematic if riders are not mindful of this and do not pay attention to this possibility.

ride.  Tires and wheels, controls, lights, oil and fluids, chassis, and kickstand should be inspected to ensure all work 

correctly and are safe.  This is known as the T- CLOCK Inspection.  Performing these inspections add to the possibility 

that the motorcycle is safe for riding.  Do not neglect this routine. 

 Spring is here.  Think yourself through the preparation for the ride and the actual ride.  This should help you 

to have a safe and enjoyable ride.

Navy veteran, was tragically killed on a motorcycle ride on Tuesday, April 27, 2010.   

 That day VA-Y planned on capturing the plaque from Chapter L.  Two VA-Y groups set off---one, including Bill, 

to check off some sites on the Virginia Grand Motorcycle Tour and the other leaving later to go directly to VA-L.  Bill 

was the lead Wing in his group.   

 Approaching an intersection traffic light on a rural road, Bill announced a left turner pickup truck sitting at the 

light.  The Wings had the right-of-way at the green light but the woman driving the pickup suddenly moved turning 

left into the path of the Goldwings.  Two riders and a car collided with the truck.  Bill did not survive.  The other rider 

was hospitalized briefly.   

 On May 1 John and I rode our Wings accompanied by Pat & Deb Koehler our VA District Couple Coordinators 

in a motorcycle funeral motorcade in honor of Bill Miller.  There were 51 motorcycles, almost all Wings, staged in the 

parking lot behind Adams-Green Funeral Home in Herndon, VA.  With a police escort we proceeded in a staggered
