 Hello VA-O members and friends.   

 The weather continues to change and now we find ourselves leaving home in the early morning in 

cool and/or cold weather.  Sometimes within one hour the sun has come out shining brightly.  In the early 

afternoon the sun is still very bright and sometimes blinding, especially when you look in the rear view 

mirrors and all you see is sun. 

 You should have noticed that if the sun is at your back and glows in your mirrors, it is difficult to see 

the oncoming vehicles in the lane next to you.  Think about this, if you are having trouble seeing those 

vehicles, those drivers are having trouble seeing you.  Therefore, flash your headlights when passing.  Use 

turn signals to indicate your intent to pull out and pass and to turn in either direction.  Use those turn signals 

to indicate your intent to change directions.  Also touch the brake levers several times to indicate your intent 

to slow down or stop.  Those that have flashing stoplights provide attention to their intent to slow down or 

stop. 

 When changing lanes or making turns in the bright sunlight, turn your head and look over the 

shoulder in addition to using the mirrors to ensure that it is clear next to you for you to change directions.  

Clear the path that you intend to travel before you change lanes or turn and you should be able to execute 

the change safely. 

Continue to ride safe.

HISTORY OF THE ICE CREAM RIDES with VA-O

With so many new members and/or riders, I have been asked many times how the rides are setup and how we 

decided where to go.  So decided Iôd give the history of the Ice Cream Rides with GWRRA!  

When reading about the history of GWRRA back in 1978, many went on rides those first years before many 

chapters were setup and since most people like ice cream, this was just a place to go!  Kill two birds with one 

stone so to speak!  A good ride, some place to go and then EAT Ice Cream!!!!  Remember the Motto of 

GWWRA is ñWe Ride to Eat and Eat to Ride!ò 

When I started to ride in July 1993 with VA-C, we just showed up at the meeting place and the CD, members 

and friends tried to figure out where to go.  This took up many minutes and it was not easy to remember the 

places and which route to take from week to week and NOT keep going to the same place.  So the CD asked 

me to write all the places we knew about and I put them in alphabetical order BY city so we could at least 

know the NAMES of the places we liked to visit.  Then all we had to do was figure out the route. 

This procedure went on until in 2000 when we were then in VA-O. Felton Bernard, the CD, asked me to SET 

up a Schedule in April for him to follow BEFORE we got to the meeting place come May.  That first year, I 

just looked at the list and tried to juggle the cities to give every member a place near their home since we 
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rode in GOOD weather to Chesapeake, Gloucester, Norfolk, Portsmouth, Smithfield, Windsor and 

Williamsburg.  If it was rainy and some showed up, we would then go somewhere in Newport News area. 

In 2001, I decided it would be better JUST to keep the same format from year to year plus it would make my 

job easy.  I also decided to send out an email to all on Friday and again on Monday telling all the members 

and friends where we planned to go if the weather was in our favor.  This helped our rides and has worked 

great for VA-O.  It also allowed ones who live near the pallor to go straight there and not ride all the way to 

Newport News if they did not wish to make the trip. 

This method has made VA-O Ice Cream Rides a GREAT success.  On good nights, each YEAR, we have as 

few as twelve and the highest between thirty and thirty-five several times a season!!!!  This makes our 

average between 20-25 per night. 

Setting up the ride still sounds easy to do, but there is more to just having a list with names.  In 2002 I ran 

into a problem of the pallor being CLOSED so when we arrived, we were stuck with trying to find another 

place.  We even had one gone out of business on another ride.  So to keep this problem from happening 

again, in April OF EACH YEAR, I called each place and checked on their status and their hours of 

operation.  Some pallors I know we cannot visit until mid June since they use high school and/or college 

students, so until school is out, they are NOT open after 8PM and that would keep up from going there to eat.  

Some have changed names, etc.  Two still close at 7PM or 8PM BUT since they know of us, have AGREED 

to stay OPEN JUST FOR US.  This makes us feel great that we have such a good reputation with these 

businesses. On these nights that we visit Smithfield Deli and Ice Cream Pallor and Short Lane in Gloucester 

in September, I call the managers on Friday and again on Monday to let them know we would like to visit 

them.  I then call them on Tuesday from the parking lot at 6:50PM to let them know how many we have 

coming so they can prepare for us.  On these rides, Iôm glad to say we usually have between twenty-five to 

thirty-four. Having this many makes the managers very happy to stay open for us. When we leave, Joe or I 

ask everyone to please leave a tip and we also make sure we go in and thank them and they ALWAYS tell us 

they will be looking for us next year! 

In 2003 I started to call ALL pallors on Monday to let the manager know we would be there so they can have 

the help to serve us. If it is raining and know we will NOT go there, I call them and let them know we WILL 

NOT be there.  On good nights, I call the managers again on Tuesday from the parking lot at 6:50PM to let 

them know how many we have coming if MORE  than fifteen so they can prepare for us.   

This is just to let you know that more goes into a ride regardless how simple it looks and whether it is for ice 

cream ride or a ride somewhere for the day.
