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From the Desk of the Chapter Educator   

 Hello VA-O members and friends.  Fall has arrived and two major actions are occurring.   

 First, mating and hunting seasons for deer are arriving.  The deer will now be on the move more than 

during previous months.  They will be traveling across roadways to get to and through various wooded 

areas.  Deer usually travel in pairs and/or packs.  When you see one cross the road, do not assume that is 

the only one in the area.  Be alert for the others to be close by.  Be alert that deer and other wild animals will 

be on the move more frequently. 

 Second, you should have also noticed changes in temperature during the past few days.  In the 

mornings, in some areas, the temperature ranges from 65 to 70 degrees.  If you are riding that time of 

morning, the 65-degree temperature could easily be 59 to 60 degrees at 60 mph.  You should now dress 

warmer for the early morning and/or late evening rides to ensure you are comfortable while riding.  You tend 

to not be as aware or as attentive as you should be when riding in an uncomfortable manner, e.g. cold.  

Additionally, scattered showers often come with cold weather.  Riding, when cold and wet because you are 

not dressed properly, may cause the rider to be uncomfortable, then riding becomes unsafe.  Wear the 

proper riding clothes for the weather conditions.  You can always take off some of the clothes as needed but 

you cannot put on what you do not have with you. 

 Think about it: 1. Deer and other wild animals on the move; 2. Changing weather conditions.  Act 

accordingly. 

Hopefully these tips will help you to enjoy your ride and to continue to ride safe.
